What will | study?

Criminology is the study of crime and criminals.

Criminology involves examining the causes of crime, the impact of crime, and the typical
criminals and victims. Criminologists attempt to understand what motivates criminals to act
in manner that they do.

e How do we decide what behaviour is criminal?
e  Who commits the most crime?

e How do we explain why people commit crime?
e What are the aims of punishment?

e What makes someone a serial killer?
